A Weekend of Fireworks – October 2011
Thousands of people headed to Southport for this year's spectacular British Musical Fireworks Championships.

 Wonderful weather attracted the crowds to three evenings of fabulous fireworks set in King's Gardens. 

 The competition was eventually won by Staffordshire based Pyrotex Fireworx who managed to retain their crown after winning the event in 2010 and appeared first on Friday evening dazzling the huge crowds with their superb display.

 This year's runners-up were Vulcan Fireworks who were the last display on Saturday, while Star Fireworks came third after closing the Championships on Sunday.

 Cabinet Member for Leisure, Culture and Tourism, Cllr Mike Booth said: "Each year the British fireworks industry brings to Southport their superb skills and dedicated teams along with their pyrotechnic artistry to music.  

 "Their displays really 'wow' the crowds and give the judges an extremely difficult job to choose the winners as they are all spectacular shows.

 "Each year the pyrotechnic standards in precision, choreography and artistic interpretation seem to get better and better and this year's successful event was no different.

 "The Championships attracted tens of thousands of visitors flocking to the resort and enjoying world class displays. All three evenings were particularly busy as the event enjoyed the warmest October weather in living memory."

 For technical reasons Komodo Fireworks were unable to complete their display on Saturday evening and it was therefore not possible for the judges to make a fair assessment of their display. In light of this, the organisers have taken the decision to invite the Komodo team back to Southport in 2012. 

 A spokesman for Sefton Council added: "There was an unfortunate incident on Sunday evening where a fireworks company crew member suffered injuries to her arm. Although this did not affect the general public, the matter will be fully investigated and measures put in place to prevent a recurrence."
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
