Vulcan Set To Soar In Southport's Skies – June 2011
The legendary Vulcan bomber will take to the skies at this year's Southport Air Show.

 Organisers at the Air Show have just confirmed the iconic aircraft is scheduled to appear at the annual spectacular on Saturday, July 23.

 In 2011, the Air Show marks its 20th anniversary and is taking place earlier in the year on July 23/24. The date coincides with the start of the school summer holidays.

 The Red Arrows have earlier been confirmed to appear on both days of the Air Show and the appearance of the Vulcan adds another star to an already fantastic lineup.

 One of the most impressive planes ever constructed, and a rare treat for enthusiasts, the Avro Vulcan is an icon of British military history and was conceived in 1947 to carry the Atomic Bomb.

 Despite its incredible capabilities as a long range bomber the aircraft only saw action once in the Falklands but has been used in a range of roles as a training aircraft, Maritime Reconnaissance plane, in-flight refueller and a front-line nuclear deterrent.

 The incredible aircraft has a 111ft wing span and is powered by four Rolls Royce Olympus 202 engines, each developing 16,500lbs of thrust, which in service, gave her a top speed of 647mph at 48,000ft - Mach 0.93. 

 Cabinet Member Leisure, Culture and Tourism, Cllr Mike Booth, said: "The Vulcan bomber is a real coup for this year's Southport Air Show.

 "I'm sure the appearance of the Vulcan will be one of the main highlights alongside the Red Arrows and the fantastic ground displays.

 "This year could well be one of the best ever shows we have put on in Southport with greater attractions both in the skies and on the ground. We couldn't be more excited."

 The Vulcan bomber is scheduled to display on Saturday, July 23. As with all aircraft flying at the Air Show, the appearance depends on weather conditions and any technical issues which may be encountered. 

 The Southport AIr Show is an all day event and traffic will be busy during both days, so organisers are advising air enthusiasts to arrive early as there is plenty to do at the ground village. 

 Tickets in advance cost £7 (no booking fees) and can be purchased at this price up to July 20. On the gate entry is £9 with parking an additional £5. Children under 5 are free on both days.
